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Christian Proclamation of the Feasts
of the Lord 2026 C.E.* (A.H. 5786-5787)†

“These are the feasts of the Lord, even holy convocations, 
which you shall proclaim in their seasons.” (Lev 23:4; cf., Luke 4:18; Is 61:1-2)

“It shall be a statute forever in your generations.” (Lev 23:14; 21; 31; 41) 
Jesus (Greek version of the more proper Hebrew “Yashua” or “Yashiyeh”)

kept these very feasts during His earthly ministry in human flesh. 
We are to keep the faith as Yashua / Jesus taught it on earth

and still keeps it in heaven. Cf., (Luke 4:18, cf., Isaiah 61:1-2) 
“And Moses declared unto the children of Israel the feasts of the LORD.” (Lev 23:44)

1. Weekly Shabbat, sunset Friday to sunset Saturday. 

2. Passover (Pesach 14 Nisan) sunset Tue 3/31/26 keep vigil to midnight; day ends sunset Wed 
4/01/26

3. Unleavened Bread, Day 1 (Chag HaMatzot 15 Nisan) sunset Wed 4/01/26 to sunset Thu 4/02/26

4. Unleavened Bread, Day 7 (21 Nisan) sunset Tue 4/07/26 to sunset Wed 4/08/26

Note: Firstfruits is sunset Sat Apr 4 to sunset Sun Apr 5 [not a holy day; it is used to 
calculate date of Pentecost] (Yom HaBikkurim Day after weekly Sabbath during UB)

5. Pentecost (Shavuot 50th day from Firstfruits) / 6 Sivan (Jewish) sunset Sat 5/23/26 to sunset Sun 
5/24/26

6. Feast of Trumpets (‘Rosh Hashanah,’Yom Teruah 1 Tishri) sunset Fri 9/11/26 to sunset Sat 
9/12/26 [Biblical New Year of 5787 begins]

7. Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur 10 Tishri) sunset Sun 9/20/26 to sunset Mon 9/21/26

8. Tabernacles, Day 1 (Sukkot 15 Tishri) sunset Fri 9/25/26 to sunset Sat 9/26/26

Tabernacles, Day 7 [not a holy day; it ends the festival] (Hoshana Rabbah 21 Tishri) 
sunset Thu Oct 1 to sunset Fri Oct 2

9. Eighth Day (Shemini Atzeret / Last Great Day, 22 Tishri) sunset Fri 10/02/26 to sunset Sat 
10/03/26

* C.E. = Common Era / also called A.D. = Anno Domino (year of our Lord). 
† Christian Proclamation of the Feasts of the Lord 2026 C.E. (A.H. 5786-5787). 
The Gregorian Calendar year 2026 encompasses the overlapping Hebrew years [Anno Hebraico, A.H.] 5786 – 5787. The Hebrew year A.H. 5786 ends at 
sunset sunset Fri., 9/11/26, when Rosh Hashanah (Feast of Trumpets) begins the new Hebrew biblical year A.H. 5787, beginning the autumnal feasts kept 
by Messiah, Yashua or Yashiyeh, Hebrew names derived from Jehoshua / Joshua [Num 13:8, 16] from which the transliterated Greek version of ‘Jesus’ 
comes.
