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In Luke 22, Messiah and the 12 Apostles are gathered in an upper room for
Passover service. “Now the Feast of Unleavened Bread drew near, which is
called Passover. (Lk 22:1) ...

“And He took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them, saying,
"This is My body which is given for you; do this in remembrance of Me

“Likewise He also took the cup after supper, saying, "This cup is the new
covenant in My blood, which is shed for you.” (Lk 22:19-20)
See also: Mt 26:17-30; Mk 14:12-26; Lk 22:7-23; Jn 13:1-30.

The holy day feasts make up the “acceptable year” for which the true
|Messiah and His followers are anointed to keep, preach, and teach. |
(Lk 4:18, cf., Is 61:1-2) The feasts are observed in both the Old and New
Testament citations shown below:

1. Remember the Sabbath Day, to keep it holy. (Lev 23:3; Mk 2:28)
. Passover. (Lev 23:5; Mat 26:2, 5, 17; 27:15; 1 Cor 5:8)
. Unleavened Bread, first holy day. (Lev 23:6-8; Lk 22:1)
. Unleavened Bread, second holy day. (Lev 23:8; Lk 22:1)
. Pentecost. (Lev 23:9-22; Acts 2:1; 18:21; 20:16; 1 Cor 16:8)
. Trumpets. (Lev 23:23-25; Acts 27:9)
. Atonement [a fast]. (Lev 23:26-32; Acts 27:9)
. Tabernacles, first holy day. (Lev 23:33-44; John 7:2, 8, 10, 11, 14)

9. Last Great Day. (Lev 23:36; John 7:37)

in Dan 7:25 —the “times” are the feasts; the Law is the Ten Commandments.
