Those who observe these holy days are marking themselves off from the world
as the children of the living God. (cf., Rev 14:12; 2 Thes 3:2; Jude 1:3)

So important are the Feasts of the Lord as part of God’s commandments,
statutes, and judgments that He warned that the specific consequence of failing
to observe them would be:

* Terrorism like the 911 attack on the World Trade Center.
* Enemy victory.

» Withdrawal of blessings. (Lev 26:1-21)

Christians ought to heed His warning! (Eph 5:6-7 )
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
